1) Organization and summary of significant accounting policies:

A) Organization — Fundacion Luis Muiioz Marin, Inc. (the Foundation), is a not-for-profit corporation organized
under the Laws of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico on June 25, 1980. The general purpose of the
Foundation is to undertake custody, arrange and preserve the public and private documents and other
historical material concerning the life and work of Luis Mufioz Marin.

Following is a general description of the Foundation’s program services:

Luis Muiioz Marin Historical Archive — The Historical Archive constitutes one of the primary resources of
the Foundation. Its contents have been estimated at close to one and a half million items, including, among
others, private and public documents, as well as documents compiled by Luis Mufioz Marin during his
younger years, and during his incumbencies as Founder and as Chairman of the Popular Democratic Party
from 1938 to 1960, as President from 1941 to 1949 and as member of the Puerto Rican Senate on five
occasions, and as first elected Governor of Puerto Rico from 1949 to 1965.

The Gardens — In accordance with Luis Mufioz Marin’s last will, the Foundation maintains in its original
state the property of approximately four “acres” where his family resided and where the Foundation’s
facilities are located. This property serves as the site for varieties of over thirty (30) different trees, and a
diversity of collections of plants and flowers, which serve as an urban forest for the enjoyment of the general
public, and to enhance the environment in the metropolitan area.

Museums, Exhibitions and Guided Tours — Various edifications within the Foundation premises have been
converted into museums and exhibition area. Museum facilities include the Muioz-Mendoza residence,
the Luis Mufioz Marin office and library, as well as the “bohio” or meeting place. Exhibition rooms include
the Luis Mufioz Marin and Inés Maria Mendoza halls and carriage-house. These facilities are open to the
general public. In addition, the Foundation provides guided tours throughout the historic site, including the
museums, exhibitions, gardens, as well as the presentation of films regarding the life and work of Luis
Mufoz Marin, and the contemporary history of Puerto Rico, among others.

Educational Activities and Special Projects — The Foundation commemorates annually the birthdays of Luis
Mufioz Marin, Luis Mufoz Rivera, and Inés Maria Mendoza de Muioz Marin. In addition to the cultural
activities derived from these annual commemorations, the Foundation is also involved in other educational
and cultural initiatives.

Pargue Doia Inés Maria Mendoza — This projectis related to the development of an arboretum in a location
adjacent to the Foundation’s premises. This park will be open to the general public and will feature an
urban forest and an educational center dedicated to the biodiversity of the Caribbean and conservation of
our flora, among others.

Publications — The Foundation’s publications program carry the objectives of editing, publishing, and
promoting the publication of monographs, articles, and other materials related to the life, time and works
of Luis Mufoz Marin.

Digitalization — The Historical Archive of the Luis Mufioz Marin Foundation established a digitalization
project that allows the preservation of the historical collection in digital format. This program includes not
only the processing of historical documents, but also old objects from the three-dimensional collections
that the Foundation owns. The digitalization of historical documents has opened the doors to a wider
dissemination of the historical heritage in Puerto Rico. The opening through virtual access helps to
conserve the documents and objects of the collections, and achieve the dissemination by reaching and
attracting potential researchers and other types of users who could not have physical access to the
documents in Puerto Rico and the world.

B) Summary of significant accounting policies — The accounting policies used by the Foundation conforms to
predominant industry practices and follow accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America (US GAAP).

The following summarizes the most significant accounting policies:

Net assets — Not-for-profit organizations are required to present a statement of financial position and
activities according to the following net asset classifications:

o Net assets without donor restrictions — Net assets that are not subject to donor-imposed restrictions
and may be expended for any purpose in performing the primary objectives of the Foundation. These
net assets may be used at discretion of the Foundation’s management and the board of directors.

o Net assets with donor restrictions — Net assets subject to stipulations imposed by donors and
grantors. Some donor restrictions are temporary in nature; those restrictions will be met by actions
of the Foundation or by the passage of time. Other donor restrictions are perpetual in nature, where
the donor has stipulated the funds be maintained in perpetuity.

Donor restricted contributions are reported as increase in net assets with donor restrictions. When
a restriction expires, net assets are reclassified from net assets with donor restrictions to net assets
without donor restrictions in the statement of activities.

Use of estimates — The preparation of financial statements in conformity with US GAAP requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities,
at the date of the financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates, and those differences could be material.

Collections — Collection items, which were acquired through donations by the estates of Luis Mufioz Marin
and Inés M. Mendoza de Munoz Marin, as well as from other donors, are not recognized as assets on the
statements of financial position. Purchase of collections items are recorded as decreases in net assets
without donor restrictions in the year in which the items are acquired or as net assets with donor restrictions
if the assets used to purchase the items are restricted by donors.

Property and eguipment — Is recorded at cost. Depreciation and amortization are computed based on the
straight-line method over the assets estimated useful lives, as follows:

Maintenance and repairs are recorded as expense during the period. When property and equipment is sold
or otherwise disposed of, the assetcost and related accumulated depreciation are removed from the books
and the resulting gain or loss, if any, is credited or charged to operations. Property and equipment is
capitalized if it has a cost of $500 or more.

Impairment or disposal of long-lived assets — Long-lived assets held and used in operations are reviewed
for impairment when events or circumstances indicate that their carrying value may not be recoverable.
Estimated undiscounted future cash flows are used to determine if an asset is impaired, in which case the
asset’s carrying value would be reduced to fair value. No impairment loss was recognized during the years
ended June 30, 2020 and 2019.

Deferred revenues — Represents resources received from the advance of certain grants and contributions
whose conditions and restrictions have not been met at year end. During the year ended June 30, 2020,
advance payments of $700,000 were received from a grantor and were recognized in the statements of
financial position as deferred revenues.

Revenue recognition — The Foundation recognizes contributions when cash, securities or other assets;
unconditional promise to give; or a notification of a beneficial interest is received. Conditional promises to
give — that is, those with a measureable performance or other barrier and a right of return — are not
recognized until the conditions on which they depend have been met.

The Foundation recognize contributions as with donor restrictions if they are received with donor
stipulations that limit use either through purpose or time restrictions. When donor restriction expires, that
is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose restriction is fulfilled, net assets with donor restrictions
are reclassified to net assets without donor restrictions and reported in the statement of activities as net
assets released from restrictions.

Contributed services — Contributions of services are only recognized if services received (a) create or
enhance a non-financial asset or, (b) require specialized skills and are provided by individuals possessing
those skills and would typically need to be purchased if not provided by donation. The contribution revenue
for services received is recognized at the fair value of those services.

In-kind support — The Foundation records various types of in-kind support including contributed equipment,
services and other property. Contributions of tangible assets and services are recognized at fair value when
received. The amounts reflected in the accompanying financial statements as in-kind support are offset by
like amounts included in expenses or assets.

Advertising costs and public relations — The Foundation follows the policy of charging advertising and public
relations costs to operations as incurred. During the years ended June 30, 2020 and 2019, advertising and
public relations costs amounted to approximately $400 and $62,000, respectively.

Eunctional allocation of expenses — The cost of providing the various program services, fundraising, and

other activities of the Foundation have been summarized on a functional basis in the statements of
activities. Accordingly, certain costs have been allocated among the programs and supporting services.

Income taxes and other taxes — As a not-for-profit corporation, the Foundation is exempt from local income
taxes under the provisions of Law No. 68 of July 3, 1986 of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and from
federal taxes under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3), of the United States Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended. In addition, it is exempt from volume of business tax and real and personal property
taxes.

US GAAP require Foundation’s management to evaluate tax positions taken and recognize a tax liability
or asset if the Foundation has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained
upon examination of taxing authorities. Management evaluated the tax position taken by the Foundation
and concluded that the Foundation as of June 30, 2020, had maintained its tax exempt status and had
taken no uncertain tax positions that would require adjustment or disclosures to the financial statements.
Therefore, no provision or liability for income taxes has been included in the accompanying financial
statements. All tax returns through fiscal year June 30, 2019 have been appropriately filed by the
Foundation. The Foundation’s open audit periods are fiscal years ended June 30, 2016 to June 30, 2020.

Adoption of accounting pronouncement — Effective July 1, 2019, the Foundation adopted Accounting
Standard Update (ASU) 2018-08, Not-for-Profit Entities (Topic 958): Clarifying the Scope and the
Accounting Guidance for Contributions Received and Contributions Made. Management believes the
standard improves the usefulness and understandability of the Foundation’s financial reporting. ASU 2018-
08 clarifies the guidance for evaluating whether a transaction is reciprocal (i.e., an exchange transaction)
or nonreciprocal (i.e., a contribution) and for distinguishing between conditional and unconditional
contributions.

Recent accounting standards — In May 2014, the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) issued
ASU 2014-09, Revenue from Contracts with Customers (Topic 606). This new accounting standard that
requires recognition of revenue to depict the transfer of promised goods or services to customers in an
amount that reflects the consideration to which we expect to be entitled in exchange for those goods or
services. The FASB has also issued several updates to ASU 2014-09. The new standard supersedes U.S.
GAAP guidance on revenue recognition and requires the use of more estimates and judgments than the
present standards. It also requires additional disclosures. This ASU is effective for annual reporting periods
beginning after December 15, 2018, and interim periods within annual periods beginning after December
15, 2019. In June 2020, the FASB issued ASU 2020-05 to defer, for one year, the required effective date
for certain entities that have not yet issued their financial statements reflecting this adoption. Those entities
may elect to adopt the guidance for annual reporting periods beginning December 15, 2019, and for interim
reporting periods within annual reporting periods beginning after December 15, 2020. The Foundation will
adopt this new amendment on the deferral of the effective date for one year.

In February 2016, the FASB issued ASU 2016-02, Leases (Topic 842). The guidance in ASU 2016-02
supersedes the leasing guidance in Topic 840, Leases. Under ASU 2016-02, lessees are required to
recognize lease assets and lease liabilities on the statement of financial position for all leases with terms
longer than 12 months. Leases will be classified as either finance or operating, with classification affecting
the pattern of expense recognition in the statement of activities. Expanded disclosures with additional
qualitative and quantitative information will also be required. The FASB has also issued several updates
to ASU 2016-02. The ASU 2016-02 is effective for fiscal years beginning after December 15, 2021,
including interim periods within those fiscal years.

In September 2020, the FASB issued ASU 2020-07, Not-for-Profit Entities (Topic 958) — Presentation and
Disclosures by Not-for-Profit Entities for Contributed Nonfinancial Assets. The objective of the amendments
in ASU 2020-07 is to increase transparency of contributed nonfinancial assets for not-for-profit entities
through enhancements in presentation and disclosure requirements. Not-for-profit entities will now be
required to present contributed nonfinancial assets as a separate line item in the statement of activities,
apart from contributions of cash and other financial contributions. Not-for-profit entities will also be required
to disclose various information related to contributed nonfinancial assets, including additional disclosure
requirements for recognized contributed services. The amendments in ASU 2020-07 should be applied on
a retrospective basis and are effective for fiscal years beginning after June 15, 2021, and interim periods
within annual periods beginning after June 15, 2022. Early adoption is permitted.

The Foundation is evaluating the impact that implementation of these standards will have in its financial
statements.

The Foundation’s goal is generally to maintain financial assets, which consist of cash, available to meet 120
days of normal operating expenses, which are, on average, approximately $300,000. The Foundation has a
policy to structure its financial assets to be available as its general expenditures, liabilities, and other obligations
come due. In addition, there is a credit in the amount of $450,000 in a non-revolving line of credit available,
which is used to meet short-term financing needs of the Foundation.

Concentration risks:

Financial instruments, which potentially subject the Foundation to concentrations of credit risk, consist
principally of cash deposits. Cash is maintained in three (3) financial institutions. As of June 30, 2020 and 2019,
the Foundation had approximately $1,384,000 and $363,000, respectively, in those banking institutions. The
Foundation’s cash deposits are fully insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) up to
$250,000. As of June 30, 2020, the Foundation exceeded the FDIC’s insured limit by approximately
$1,020,000. As of June 30, 2019, the Foundation did not exceed the FDIC’s insured limit.

Current vulnerability due to certain concentrations with a particular grantor consists of legislative appropriations.
During the years ended June 30, 2020 and 2019, the legislative appropriation received through the “Instituto
de Cultura Puertorriquefia” amounted to $437,000, for both years, which represents approximately 47% and
34% of the Foundation’s combined revenues, respectively. In addition, for the years ended June 30, 2020 and
2019, the Foundation received approximately $100,000 and $88,000 from other legislative appropriations,
respectively, which represents 11% and 7% of the Foundation’s combined revenues, respectively.

Other assets:

The Foundation's other assets consist of collections of works of art, including paintings, caricatures, artifacts
of historical significance, archives, an automobile and art objects that were acquired through donations from
the estates of Luis Muifioz Marin and Inés M. Mendoza de Muifoz Marin and are held for educational and
research purposes. They are cataloged, preserved, and cared for, and activities verifying their existence and
assessing their condition are performed continuously. The collections are subject to a policy that requires
proceeds from their sales to be used to acquire other items for collection.

Non-revolving line of credit:

On September 3, 2014, the Foundation entered into a revolving line of credit facility with a financial institution
in the amount of $450,000. Amounts due under the line of credit bear interest at 2.0% over prime interest rate
(3.25% and 5.50%, as of June 30, 2020 and 2019, respectively). This line of credit is intended to meet short-
term financing needs of the Foundation. The balance outstanding as of June 30, 2020 and 2019 is $277,000
and $200,000, respectively.

Loan payable under Paycheck Protection Program:

In April 2020, the Foundation applied for and was approved a $75,000 loan under the Paycheck Protection
Program created as part of the relief efforts of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security Act (CARES
Act) and administered by the Small Business Administration. The Foundation accounts for the loan as a
financial liability in accordance with the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Accounting Standard
Codification (ASC) 470. The loan accrues interest at 1%, but payments are not required to begin for six months
after the funding of the loan. The proceeds from the loan would remain recorded as a liability until the loan is
forgiven and the Foundation has been fully released. The Foundation is eligible for loan forgiveness of up to
100% of the loan, upon meeting certain requirements. Once the loan is forgiven and the legal release is
received, a gain on extinguishment would be recognized. The loan is uncollateralized and is fully guaranteed
by the Federal government. Refer to Note 14 for subsequent loan forgiveness granted to the Foundation.

During the year ended June 30, 2017, the Foundation acquired a property through a bequest for the amount
of $575,000. The testament established that the Foundation may sell or lease the property and the proceeds
obtained should be used for a special project consisting in the indexing, study and conservation of the art
collections and Puerto Rican traditions that were donated through the testament. During the year ended
June 30, 2020, the Foundation sold the property for the sale price of $450,000 and recognized a loss on the
sale of $93,853. The proceeds obtained from the sale were recorded as net assets with donor restrictions to
be used as described on the testament.

Insurance claim recovery:

During the year ended June 30, 2019, the Foundation received from insurance company the amount of
$100,000 for books damaged in a fire that occurred during the year in a warehouse in which were stored. The
amount is recorded as insurance claim recovery in the accompanying statements of activities.

In addition, during the years ended June 30, 2020 and 2019, the Foundation received approximately $23,800
and $191,300, respectively, from the Federal Emergency Management Agency, as reimbursements for certain
costs incurred after the hurricane Maria. These reimbursements were presented as special projects and other
revenues in the accompanying statements of activities.

Risk and uncertainties:

On January 30, 2020, the World Health Organization declared the coronavirus outbreak a "Public Health
Emergency of International Concern" and on March 11, 2020, declared it to be a pandemic. Actions taken
around the world to help mitigate the spread of the coronavirus include restrictions on travel and quarantines
in certain areas, and forced closures for certain types of public places and businesses. The coronavirus and
actions taken to mitigate it have had, and are expected to continue to have, an adverse impact on the
economies and financial markets of many countries, including Puerto Rico. It is unknown how long the adverse
conditions associated with the coronavirus will last and what the complete effect will be to the Foundation. The
Foundation continues to work remotely. There has been no immediate impact on the grants and contributions
but the auxiliary activities, such as rent of facilities and shop sales, have experienced a considerable decrease.
